Individuals interested in a comprehensive overview of gifted education dealing
with gifted students will benefit from this course. Participants will gain a perspective of
gifted education by examining topics that include a rationale for gifted education, historical
perspective, and program prototypes. Identification, characteristics, and social/emotional needs of
the gifted child are covered in depth. Advocating for gifted students will be discussed.
Elements of curriculum design and models of curriculum for the gifted will be presented along
with instructional strategies for implementation. Strategies will be modeled and developed for
content, process and product differentiation, curriculum compacting, infusing higher level
thinking skills, independent study and assessment.

Analyze components of current school gifted programming and identify and evaluate
models currently in use
